The answer depends on your
perspective, your personal situation and, mostlyatwyou want to buy or sell. You can't
possibly predict a market's peak or its lowest poso the decision is up to you. Sales
records are being set today for the right cars. arBrbuyers know this and will pay
accordingly.

Those of us who obtained our cars before the eogndecided to “go south” will most
likely just continue to enjoy them as we have baprto now. Who knows, perhaps when
GM decides to stop building Pontiacs and Satuims,vialue of our beloved Oldsmobil¢s
could increase even more. At least the decisiomrap Oldsmobile was not to avoid
bankruptcy of the company. Maybe if GM had notierated the Olds brand and kept it [as
“our father’'s Oldsmobile” they would be in bettdrape today. (No, | am not hallucinating,
just fantasying).
