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This month, we are pleased to bring an article tyou by one of our chapter members,
Hugh Russell,“Lead problems in older paint on products dating y@ars or older.”

“Back in the 1930’s and 40's, | can remember ldong at Architectural Form magazine
and noticing the paint advertisements that featuredead in their products and how it
improved the quality of their paints.

This was also true with the toy manufacturers anc&utomobile companies on their
paints. Chrysler advertised the galvanizing on théower sheet metal to protect their
cars and it worked very well. That was until the lody and fender men discovered that it
was a hazard to start working on damaged panels thidnad zinc lead or galvanizing in
the sheet metal. It became harder to prepare the atal for reforming with torches or do
any welding.

This also is true with toy wagons with their paimthat was used at that time. When
stripping or welding or preparing for a new finish certain precautions have to be taken
not to breath in fumes and vapors from the productsurfaces while stripping the metal.

When working with metal surfaces, it is always @ood idea to wipe them down with
cleaning solvent and sand down with 500 grit Emergloth. Then rinse again with
cleaning solvent, let dry and apply grey primer. let it dry for 24 hours before putting
on any color of paint.

With light colors such as yellow or white, theres less body so you have to allow a
longer time to set up and dry. If you stay with theengine enamel colors that are offered
on the market there should not be a problem. Thadhter colors are harder to apply
and take more time and coats.

With the new type of paints and sprays there shdd not be any problems. But
remember, you have to start with a stripped and clen dry surface completely free from
any and all old lead paint.”
