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The subject of junking old cars appears to be nothing new.  In reading book in my “library of 
car books”, I came across some very interesting facts. Today we have organizations such as 
SEMA that are looking out for the interests of the car collector.  I am not sure that if in 1938, 
just few years out of the Depression, there were very many individuals or organizations 
interested in the process of preserving or restoring a car.  If there were, they had an enemy in 
the car business. 
 
In the February 1938 issue of the NADA Bulletin, Paul Kent, a Mount Morris, Illinois, dealer 
proposed eliminating used cars.  In an article titled “Plan Would JUNK Worn-out Used Cars 
Systematically,” he wrote: “The cars more than six years old are a real cause of the ills in the 
automobile business.  Since such cars began to outnumber the new cars manufactured, the 
dealer has held the bag.  In the last few years the manufacturer has begun to realize the bad 
effect on new car sales.”  Mr. Kent went on to say, “Cars more than six years old should be 
put out of commission at the rate of new cars manufactured – 3,500,000 each year!”  It was 
Mr. Kent’s contention that half of each dealer’s used car stock should be junked. 
 
In the same month that Mr. Kent’s article appeared, another article in the NADA Bulletin titled 
“Industry Junking Plan a Necessity” fully laid out a permanent used car junking plan.  This 
article stated seven reasons why such a plan should be implemented. 
 

1. To provide a steady replacement market for new automobiles. 
2. To enable manufactures to operate their plants on a profitable basis. 
3. To provide regular, steady employment for automobile workers. 
4. To establish and stabilize values on used motor vehicles of each previous year model. 
5. To promote highway safety by systematically destroying unsafe, obsolete cars and 

trucks, which owners will use as long as they are available. 
6. To provide automobile retailers a means whereby the final trade-on-trade can be 

destroyed without financial sacrifice to the dealer. 
7. To reduce the heavy stocks of service parts now carried by the manufacturers and 

dealers. 
 
It is not hard to see what happened to many of the cars from the late 20’s and early 30’s that 
otherwise might have been saved for us to restore.  A person can just imagine what great cars 
might have met their demise as a result of such a plan.  There is no indication that this plan 
was every put in place.  There always seems to be someone or organization with a mission to 
destroy what we are trying to preserve.  In today’s world, the reason is an effort to protect the 
environment.  According to those who espouse the “Global Warming Theory” if we can get 
rid of those “old polluting cars” the world will be better off.  For this reason, we need to bond 
together as collectors or hobbyists and speak up whenever one of the “get rid of old cars” 
proposals appears before us. 
 
Remember, our mission is to preserve and maintain Oldsmobiles, not junk ‘em!
