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If someone wanted to bet you $50 that you caowtidrive from New York City to San
Francisco, would you take the bet? Well, in 19D8, Horatio Jackson took the bet and
completed the transcontinental drive across theedritates in a grueling 60 days.

What is more impressive is that six years |aiier1909, a 22-year old housewife apd
mother from Hackensack, N.H., make the same montahgip. One hundred years ago this
June, Alice Ramsey and three female companiony (Alite could drive) piled into a 30
horsepower 1909 Maxwell DA touring car and drovarfrManhattan to the St. James Hatel
in San Francisco in just 59 days, logging Ramsegme in the record books as the fifst
woman to drive cross-country.

What began as a publicity stunt for the MaxviB¥iscoe Motor Company quickly evolved
into a grand American adventure and a huge leapsaiak for the cause of women'’s rights.
More than 10 years before women won the right teeyvat a time when women wefe
discouraged from coming anywhere close the contblan automobile, Ramsey and her
friends utilized early AAA maps and handwritteneditions to travel more than 3600 miles
(only 152 of which were paved roads) through 14estan what Ramsey would come to dall
“our Saga of Adventure”.

The car that Ramsey drove did have any of #mtufes and comforts that we are
accustomed to today: power steering, air-conditignireclining bucket seats with lumbar
support, windshields and wipers. Tires were syngalnvas tubes coated in treadless ruhber
and blew out incessantly. Roads were often litttwerthan washed-out wagon trails. Rgad
maps of territories west of the Mississippi wengually nonexistent.

The 59 days of this trip would test Ramsey’stlaetThe ladies were besieged by rain that
rendered roads sloppy with mud and nearly impassaliRamsey compared the slog |to
driving thru gumbo. The Maxwell navigated swolleneeks and gullies 12 feet wide and 4
feet deep and steep ascents over the Rocky Mosntdine car’s rear axle broke (twice) ahd
dozens of times the ladies had to rely on the lesdrof strangers to be towed from a ditch or
sheltered from a storm.

But, they persevered. Along the route, Ramdenged 11 tires, tightened loose bolts,
cleaned spark plugs, repaired a broken spring emitake pedal, and slept in the car on miore
than one occasion when the Maxwell became boggetid.

Their adventure was not without several surprif&amsey and her support crew suffergd a
serious case of bedbugs from a roadside motel.i(Dbly not a Holiday Inn Express). |
rural Nevada, they found themselves surrounded INative American hunting party on
horseback, bows and arrows at the ready. (Aimedrabbit).

Fifty-nine days and 3600 miles after setting éwim rainy Manhattan, Ramsey and
company arrived in San Francisco on August 7, 190%wds waved and cheered as the
ladies drove down Market Street in their sturdy Mah.

In 1960, AAA named Ramsey “Woman Motorist of f@entury”, and in October 200(
Ramsey became the first woman inducted into theowotive Hall of Fame. Ramsegy
maintained a love affair with driving and the opead and completed a cross-country drjve
nearly every year for the rest of her days.
