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OCA Judging Committee update…last month in this column I said that the 
judging sheets had not been received by the members and we did not have any complaints.  
Well, that has changed!  As happens after a National Meet, there are challenges to how the 
judging teams judged one or more of the cars.  
 
Several of the judging sheets had no comments to support the deductions even though the 
judges were instructed to write a description of why the points were deducted.  As a result, 
the following wording has been approved by the Judging Committee and inserted into the 
National Car Show Rules; “If in the opinion of the OCA Chief Judge, following his judging 
day visit to the Tabulation Room and finding that there are little or NO comments on the 
Class Judging Sheets, the ENTIRE Class will require re-judging.” 
 
Another change has been made by the Judging Committee. After the Nationals were over, a 
call came from a member with a suggestion that if a car scored 990 points in a Junior Class 
but did not win Best of Class, the car should be able to advance to Senior.  What has 
happened to many members over the years is that the competition has been so great in some 
classes that they lost out to a car that may have scored 991 or higher and their car scored 990.  
The rational is that any car that scores 990 points or higher is very close to a perfect car.  The 
Judging Committee considered the suggestion and beginning with the 2012 National Meet in 
Des Moines, IA any car that scores 990 or higher but does not win Best of Class WILL 
advance to Senior. This new addition to the National Car Show Rules has been added to the 
OCA web site. 
 
Sometime in early 2012 I will be travelling to Des Moines, IA to inspect the site of the 2012 
National Meet. Since this will be the first time that the National Meet has been held in an 
indoor venue, there will be a number of issues to address. This inspection usually takes place 
in August but since the building that will hold the Meet is being re-modeled we will have to 
wait for its completion. When the Meet is held outdoors the show field can frequently be 
adjusted as more cars are registered. This will not be the case in 2012. Also, we understand 
that there will not be in and out privileges for those attending.  Once you place your car in the 
building, it must remain there till the end of the National Meet according to the rules of the 
Event Center.  This will restrict the movements of members who like to sightsee when they 
attend a National Meet. The OCA Chief Judge has always had a number of issues to address 
at National Meets.  In 2009, in Sturbridge, PA there was the controversy of where they 
wanted to place the show field; on a dirt and gravel lot instead of a blacktop lot.  The chapter 
chairpersons finally relented and switched lots.  As it turned out, it was the correct decision. 
Rain turned the dirt and gravel lot into mud.  Our hope is that the indoor venue in 2012 will 
not be too restrictive for our members who wish to use their car during the Meet.
